Pastor’s Corner

There have been a couple of emphases on fasting recently
so | thought | would comment on it here. What is fasting and why
should we fast? Here’s a simple acrostic that sums up what fasting
is: to abstain from Food or Activities in order to Spend Time with
God. In the Bible fasting occurred in a variety of situations: when
people repented of their sins, they fasted; when people needed
deliverance from an enemy, they fasted; when people needed Pastor Phil & Naomi Waldo
clear direction, they fasted; when people were preparing for minis-
try, they fasted. All of these needs will find their answer in God. Fasting helps to facili-
tate this because you are giving something up in order to spend more time with God.
Please note that fasting is not about “twisting God’s arm” to do something for you,
rather it is about you drawing closer to God, who has the answer for your situation.

Fasting is really an issue of self-control, separation, and seeking God. It chal-
lenges self-control because it is difficult to give up food or activities we are accus-
tomed to. However, it's a good exercise because self-control is a godly thing. Separa-
tion and seeking God go together. Since, in fasting, you are giving up a regular activity,
you now have more time in your schedule. This time should be used to pull yourself
aside (separate) from your daily routine and seek God. Ultimately, this is what fasting
is about - growing closer to God.
